28™ SUNDAY IN ORDINARY TIME OF THE YEAR, A.
Readings: Isaiah 25:6-10. Phil. 4; 12-14, 19-20. Matt.22:1-14
Reflection: The wedding feast of the Lord will be on the Holy Mountain.

In the first reading, Isaiah renews God's invitation to all nations —
Jews and gentiles to a sumptuous banquet on his holy mountain: “On
this mountain, the Lord of hosts will prepare for all people a banquet of
rich food, a banquet of fine wines..." (Isaiah 25:6). It is interesting to read
that the Lord chose the mountain as the venue of the banquet of his
love. Only the courageous, the persevering, the faithful can undertake a
walk to a mountainous venue and successfully complete the walk. He
who undertakes a walk on the mountain sweats, loses some energy and
is generally weak. And this is one of the reasons God chooses the
mountain as the venue of the banquet, they have lost strength (to sin)
and must have really grown thirsty and hungry with appetite for the
banquet. And it is good for the invitees to arrive the Lord’s mountainous
venue weak, for the Lord is the strength of the weak, but not of those
who believe they are strong. It is very important to know that it is our
righteousness, Holiness, love, justice, and our goodness that takes us to
the mountain.

Entrance to the banquet hall present in the Church is through the
gate of baptism. The newly acquired life at baptism is symbolized with
the gesture of the investiture (Cf. Ephes. 4:23). The garment of salvation
is meant to be worn throughout the duration of the wedding feast in
this world. The garment of salvation is the hood of conversion,
repentance and good works. The garment of salvation is the only
authentic mark by which invitees to the wedding feast are known. To
remove it is to make oneself a stranger to the host and to the guests.
Matthew reported that the king noticed the man without the wedding
garment and that when the king demanded explanations the man had
none to give: “The man was silent.” The sinner has no excuse. The heavy
weight of guilt makes the sinner speechless. The king is still walking
about in the banquet hall of this world — often he stops to reprimand
believers who are not clothed in the correct garment of faith, hope,
charity, holiness and justice. Such believers have no excuse because the
king of the banquet had made everything free.

Finally, we can help one another to know more about the
wonderful garment because there are challenges and obstacles on our
effort to wear and maintain our wedding garment as followers of God
and climb his mountain.. St. Paul wrote a letter to the Philipians to thank
and encourage them for their support when he was with them
“climbing” the mountain for this great wedding feast. Therefore, we as
Catholics must encourage one another to climb and reach that eternal
mountain for the feast. May God grant us the grace to climb the
mountain with our garment unstained for the feast, through Christ our
Lord.
